The
Communists call for funding high-
speed rail lines, and the
development of a fuel-efficient
Canadiancar.

Radical change is advocated
in the Communist platform,
aimingto remove the private profit
motive as the driving force behind
economic decision-making. The
platform renews the Party’s call
to adopt a People’s Energy Plan,
including public ownership and
demaocratic control of all energy
and natural resource extraction,
production and distribution.

In the short term, the
Communists call for a 100% tax
on the windfall profits of the oil
monopolies, and to “stop and
reverse the privatization,

deregulation and break-up of
public energy utilities.”

The Communists urge afreeze
and reduction of energy exports
tothe U.S., and instead propose
to expand shared power flows
among provincesthrough an East-
West power grid. The Party
opposes any new development of
the Alberta tar sands, and calls to
close these operations within five
years. Jobs should be guaranteed
for workers in more sustainable
industries at equivalent wages,
and compensation provided for
Aboriginal peoples and
communities affected by the tar
sands. The Party opposes the
Enbridge and Mackenzie Valley
pipelines, and oil and gas
exploration and shipping on the
west coast. It calls for a
moratorium on the development
of shale gasresources in Quebec.

The Party’s platform
urges stronger action to support
organic farming: reduce the use
of antibiotics, fertilizers, and
pesticides, aban on “terminator”
seeds, and mandatory labelling
of genetically-modified food

77% disagreed, saying the “U.S. system” is morally superior. Another
NE ws F o R PE o P L E, thirteen percent were not sure, indicating that about one-quarter of

Americans apparently have serious doubts about their country’s system.

N o T Fo R PR o F’ Ts., Turning to more detailed questions, while 80% of voters say the “U.S.

system of politics and economics is better for middle class workers than
communism”, a sizable minority of ten percent say communism s a better
option, and another 10% are undecided. While 73% of respondents said
that communismwas a “failed ideology,” 12%
disagreed, and 15% were not sure.

Perhaps the most interesting finding was
that young voters aged 18 to 29 were much
less critical of communism as an ideology
than their elders.

Inan earlier Rasmussen survey, conducted in
April2009, following the Wall Street meltdown,
only 53% of adults agreed with the statement
that “capitalism is better than socialism.” That
survey also found that many U.S. voters think
that “government economic control helps big
businesses atthe expense of small ones.” Such
a viewpoint may be understandable in the
context of the massive government “bailout”
funding for the major banks and big
corporations. Inreality, this bailout of capitalist
failures was the opposite of genuine socialism,
which orients on public ownership of
productive wealth, and economic policies to
benefit working people, not big capitel.
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
